	Responsible Pharmacist in charge of pharmacy
and on premises to supervise 
	· Professional check (clinical and legal)
· Sale/supply of POMs, P medicines, 

· Handover of medicines to patient or delivery driver
· Emergency Supply of medicines

· Supply of medicines via a PGD

· Wholesale of medicines

	Responsible Pharmacist in charge of pharmacy
but not on premises
	· Assembly process of dispensing medicines to a prescription (check will need to be carried out by supervising pharmacist)

· Sale/supply GSL medicines 

· Processing wasted stock and return patient medicines

	Responsible pharmacist not in charge of pharmacy
	· Ordering medicines from wholesalers

· Receiving medicines from wholesalers (excluding CDs)

· Date checking medicines (excluding CDs)
· Responding to enquiries about medicines
· Assessing the PMR
· Receiving a prescription from a patient, or collecting from a surgery

· Counting prescriptions

· Delivery person conveying medicines to a patient

· Receiving returned patient medicines

· Cleaning, re-stocking consumables e.g. bottles
