Alcohol Brief Interventions – Presentation & Discussion


Samantha Hewitt, Public Health Commissioner

SH introduced herself and her role.  Came to LPC meeting today to discuss a new pharmacy pilot:
· Alcohol is a major problem locally

· Coventry has the highest hospital admissions due to alcohol in the West Midlands (also liver cirrhosis)

· Violence associated with domestics and public

PCT is looking at ‘invest to save’ initiatives.  Some Public Health funding identified for a pilot:
· Adults 18+ to be screened (avoiding safeguarding children issues)

· Perhaps triggered by MUR’s

· 12 month pilot to start in October at same time as Alcohol Awareness Week (w/c 18.10.10)
· Need pilot to be targeted due to limited funds.  Three localities are Binley & Willenhall, Foleshill, and St Michaels.
· Also, Henley, Woodend, Tilehill and student population

Have to identify 10 pharmacies and propose an Expression of Interest questionnaire/letter.

SH showed copy of ‘audit questions’ (nationally approved) to be filled in when triggered:
Score:      0-7 – no problems

     8-15 – brief structured advice and alcohol diary (The written down   evidence seems to prompt lifestyle changes)

    16 and over – referral

Screening and monitoring tools to be used - £10.00 for screen, paperwork, plus follow-up paperwork.  Target plan is 1000 over 12 months

Update on Pharmacy Information Governance
Frances Dixon, Primary Care Information Specialist
Slide presentation on new toolkit (version 8) that came out in June (see appended).
Version 7 update: 

· 72 submitted

· 5 started but not submitted

· 7 not started

· Scores 0 – 50% (10 scored themselves as 0)

The assessment covered:

· IG management

· Confidentiality & data protection

· Info. Security assurance

· Only 3 pharmacists had someone with responsibility for IG
· Less than 50% thought the security of the premises were secure enough

IG Toolkit Version 8 – submission deadline is 31st March 2011

· Includes 16 requirements for pharmacies

· Some level 3 requirements have been revised down to level 2 for pharmacy.

The new website is much more user friendly.  Requirements are segregated for convenience and their reference number is prefixed with ‘8’ to signify version 8.  Each requirement is qualified with the regulatory origins of the issue.  There are ‘Attainment Levels’ and ‘Evidence Pages’.

Additional Features:

· Can use as an ‘action planner’
· Downloads and booklets

Changes:

· 118 – IGSoC removed

· 119 – Moved to Information Security

· 108 – Merged with 208

· Progress Reports – to support implementation

· Managements Reports – functionality if multiple pharmacies wish

Next steps:

NB: Version 8 is now live.

· A report will be prepared by FD to go on the website.  
· FAQ’s will also be collated and be uploaded to LPC website.

· LPC website to have link through to FD for questions.

· The biggest responsibility is ensuring staff are trained, understand their responsibilities and what they can and cannot do.
· Implementation of IG policies and evidencing compliance with them is a key element, which external providers of support might struggle with.

· Training logs are a requirement
