	Samantha Hewitt, PH Practitioner, NHS Coventry
· ASC Service – SH reported poor compliance with PGD’s, SLA’s are not being signed and training not undertaken.  Anaphylaxis Training SLA states this must be done.  There is more training on Monday 14th November, but there has been a poor response.  SH requested support from the LPC to raise this issue with contractors. (It was noted that this has been a requirement for the last ten years, but has not been noticed by commissioners!).

· EHC system working well.

Rosalyne Payne, Pharmacy Sexual Health Champion

· Introducing a new three tier system:
Bottom level: Chlamydia and c-card (free condoms). In some parts of Coventry scheme is not working. Challenges arising are safeguarding and, are staff CRB checked?
Middle level: EHC provision

Top level: Oral contraception (in the future HIV screening).

Discussion took place regarding the cost if all staff have to be CRB checked.

· Pharmacy with a Special Interest – There may be a raft of sexual health service offerings.

JB remarked on the number of barriers being put in front of pharmacists, which predictably dissuades pharmacists from coming into the scheme.

· “Your Welcome” – SH advised that nine out of ten pharmacists will be getting their kite marks from the Department of Health for ‘Young People Friendly Services’.

· Chlamydia Screening – Uptake on screening has halved, but retaining a high rate of positivity (5.6%). Also, a diverse range of engagement with linking Chlamydia Screening with the EHC Service.

· Need more promotion/signposting

· Confusion amongst young men that ASC has something for them.
· Diagnostic rates next year will be a key driver in service commissioning.

· Some pharmacists running at 10-15%, including higher volume pharmacies

Rajinder Pnaiser, Lifestyle Risk Management Implementation Manager
RP advised that through ‘Young Person’ work, have designed shelf wobblers and window stickers, which should be ready soon for distribution.
Will feedback analysis of positivity in GP’s and Pharmacies.

	Quentin Marris, Addaction – DAAT Services
Addaction and Cranstoun won the contract by way of a joint venture approach.  They are contracted to provide the same range of services (drugs & alcohol) as Coventry & Warwickshire Partnership Trust (CWPT). Will be taking on staff, building, patients and service provision as of 1st December.
Currently there are two LES’s, Methadone Supervision and Needle Exchange, which will be rolled over as they are.  The current fee structure will be retained, but will be reviewed in 2012.  The paperwork and claims processes will remain broadly the same.
Clinical waste arrangements for needle exchanged (sharps) is being agreed with Inspires CCG.

There are circa 600 clients in Coventry, therefore 600 prescriptions issued fortnightly with the same lead time.  The last script run for CWPT will be on 23rd November, therefore these clients will move to Addaction from 25th November, for next script run on 7th December.  

Methadone prescriptions will be repeated, but moved to Physeptone in the longer term.

GMC advised that Addaction should inform the Drug Officer of the local police force and the Society Inspector that they are taking over the service.

	Dr Joe Booker, Prescribing Lead, Godiva CCG
· Urology – Wendy Keegan has created a list of allowable products.  Pharmacy to note item and refer to practice for script. GMC to ask WK for a list.
· Colostomy – Question: How many pharmacists are AUR compliant? GMC to ask Meds Management.  Remind contractors to send through to Ruth Hallett/Mark Galloway. DAC’s have written to patients saying they have to get their prescription from their GP in the first instance.

· Specials – Noted that a new section is in the Drug Tarriff.  JB advised that the DH undersigned the local proposals.
· EPRISE – It was flagged that allowable EPRISE interventions need to be refreshed.  Suggested that CCG reflects on this, including switches that could be added, that works for all stakeholders.

· Repeat Dispensing – A broad ranging conversation explored the issues arising, including the prescriptions budge, waste, etc.   It was proposed that a letter goes to CCG’s and LMC (copy to Meds Management) recommending PRN’s/creams/appliances etc should not be included (analgesics).

· NMS – PI asked JB what the CCG’s thought about the New Medicines Service.  JB advised he has not been to any meetings regarding this or that it has even been discussed.  PI asked if LPC could attend the next CCG meeting to discuss this.  GMC gave JB a copy of a joint letter from the LPC & LMC that will be issued to GP’s and Pharmacies.
