Laurence Tressler, NHS Coventry 
· LT read out letter from Richard Hancox to all contractors thanking them for their support during the Flu pandemic. To forward copy to GMC.
· £3m savings plan – Meds. Management want to work together with LPC to achieve savings target.  
A change in culture in terms of how PCT works with pharmacy can be    anticipated.

· 3 business cases have been submitted to PCT: CVD, Weight Management & Training.  LT will feed back results.

· Premises Improvement – Was hoping to come with final sign off, but 2 meetings have been cancelled. Received 43 expressions of interest, 33 applications, 20 recommended. Star Chamber has final sign off. 
· Chums Study – LPC to produce a proposal.

· Narinder Bhaber starts new role, 1-2 sessions per week, looking at pharmacy related services and working with pharmacists directly.

· PNA – LT meeting with Webstar to start this off.  A business case going in to fund this.

· Contract Monitoring – Same module as before.

· PDG – 27th January. Enhanced CRB is key issue.  Local Branch meeting on the same night. LPC agreed to collaborate with PCT/Local Branch to host meeting.
· LT received letter, regarding community pharmacy supplying MDS to Care Homes, from GP highlighting good practice. Good relationship going - Is this something we could work on.

Ros Payne, Pharmacy Sexual Health Champion

· Chlamydia Testing – 685 screens currently done in year (target 2000). 

· 2-20% return rate for pharmacies. Dump bins have not been successful due to low return rate. 
· Noted that new partners merit another test.
· EHC – Now part of screening, not separate. 4500 EHC’s last year, therefore if all consultations through to screening, then it would mean achievement of target. Confusion being addressed as Ros visits pharmacies.

· PCT offering £5 per sample tested with extra £2 if reach target.

· 31st March is new accredited dates for HAG/CRB.

· Monday 22nd February – Video/role play training for full HAG accreditation.

· Only 3 pharmacies have completed full HAG accreditation so far.
