Laurence Tressler, NHS Coventry 
i. CVD: Tabled a report from first uplift.
· RD said Lloyds are having difficulty uploading
· Data will be plotted by Public Health
· Threshold Claims: official confirmation now received and payments will appear on FP34
· Contractors with concerns can phone LT to ensure invoices have been received
· No feedback from practices yet
· Opportunity to share data with practice for QOF
· LT keen for this to continue
ii. Premises Improvements: Tabled a report listing contractors whose applications are being processed. LT having a second look at where appeals have been received. GMC & LT to look at these again.
iii. Weight Management: This will be dependent on the future of the CVD service.  Stephen Jones has reported on it to DH. Two year data is being scrutinised and this will determine next commissioning steps. 

   Develop a patient questionnaire to establish patient views

iv. IGSoC: It appears that a ‘Statement of Compliance’ (SOC) is not required by April 2011.
v. Contract Monitoring: Same format as before – one of the first PCT’s to do this. Try to raise the bar, chasing each suspect each year.
vi. NHS-net: Now set up for all dentists in Coventry.  Commitment that this will happen for pharmacy.
vii. Communications Skills: Support from Pfizer and Napp to provide communication training.  More to follow.
viii. First Aid Competence Course: Stockwood Consultancy has offered to provide a course.   Could this take place at PDG?  LPC to discuss this issue.
ix. Global Sum: Comes down on April 1st.  MUR funding will be on a “fair share” basis. Perhaps some confusion in respect of AMUR’s. GMC advised that Garry Myers (East Midlands Regional Rep.) offered to come to the next LPC meeting to discuss this if a West Midlands Rep. still not appointed.
x. Bank Holiday: LT asked who is open on the Easter Sunday.  RD said Lloyds will be open.  Will get someone from Lloyds to email RT regarding this.
xi. CRB Checks: Process is ongoing.  LT is in regular contact with Hannah who has co-ordinated via HR.  She has promised a summary of our position when things settle down
xii. Pre-conceptual Care: Public Health are keen to develop a project/campaign.
xiii. Care Homes: Sharon Maxted is the new Care Homes Pharmacist working 3 to 4 days a week.  LT is keen to understand how community pharmacists can contain costs.
xiv. Not Dispensed: GMC – explore moving things to electronic setting.  LT said in-house meetings going on.  Webstar doing Enhanced Services who quoted £40k per year.

ii. Specials:  SJ flagged an 11 fold variation in the cost of specials.  The PCT has 20 working days to respond to a FOI request, which needs a response by 5th March (tomorrow). PCT will be putting all of the information into public domain, whilst noting the likely negative stories that will be arising – set against a background of a very positive history of pharmacy services.  SJ has to put a covering letter with this and will share this with GMC & GA.
The LPC resolved to support the PCT in efforts to control the cost of specials and requested that individual contractors should be kept updated regarding their own expenditure on Specials.
