5. Methadone Prescribing

GR A proposal has been circulated for all agencies and GPs to go over to branded prescribing of Physeptone over generic prescribing due to price differences. This move would have huge implications regarding robustness of supply chain, and profit loss. The LPC was not consulted on this, we were also given very short notice, and this could become a big issue. SW commented that fees for current services are already below national levels. 
SSp reported AAH  were out of stock last week! 
TD received and email from Andrea Nunney who agrees  that the move is against NTA guidance, but limited a budget and more clients have prompted this action. 
GR produced some example figures which show huge losses, a single months tariff increase seems to have caused this action. He also gave permission for CCA members to use these figures with their line managers for further support. We must disagree as a Committee need a strong show from the large multiples and independents alike. 
It was suggested that we respond with a unanimous statement of opposition and ask for delay in implementation while we gauge contractor reaction via ballot, also we could suggest refusing new clients until this issue is resolved.
