1. Apologies for Absence          
Apologies were received from Adrian Lemmon, Sue Spoerer and .            

2. To Receive and Approve the Minutes of the Last Meeting

3. Matters Arising (not dealt with elsewhere)

IS No progress has been made on NHS Email. TD CCA still delayed due to legislation and security, which is a national issue for CCA members. IS This may become a problem locally if NHS email become mandatory for local enhanced services and Drug alert systems.

Contracts: More information has been provided regarding the Aylesham application and Mr Ondhia’s application for a 100hr pharmacy is no longer relevant as his relocation has been allowed.

IS & TD met with LMC  who are happy with PNA progression.

4. Declarations of Interest

5. Election Update

TD expressed concern that the five independent positions may not be filled as not many declarations of interest had been received. After discussion four out of five required declarations had been received.   

SW offered thanks to Tim, Gill, Adrian, Sarah and Lyndon, who will not be returning to the new committee, for their dedication and long service.

6. Consultation on Generic Substitution.

TD referring to the consultation published online informed the committee that this does not apply to dispensing doctors. The DOH prefer option 3 – a list of substitutions with an option of opting out for clinical reasons only indicated by an endorsement by the prescriber. The list was reviewed and was minimal and therefore the impact not believed to be significant. Patient communication will be important. IS Norfolk already has a high generic concordance but could still be improved and national savings can be made. 
The committee were satisfied that the introduction of generic substitution would not be negative therefore no response is necessary.
7. Community Pharmacy Conference 2010.

SW CPC to be held on March 15th in Birmingham. It will focus on PNA, and it would be appropriate for LPC representatives to attend. TD Ian Small, Gill Eddy and Lucy McLeod will invited by the committee. 
The committee members were happy with proposed attendance.
8. IV Therapy for Cellulitis in the Community.

TD This is currently a secondary care treatment but it would also be possible in primary care the pharmacies involved would have to stock the relevant antibiotics. As with palliative care, we would expect stockholding to be underwritten in return.

9. Falls and MURs.

SW pharmacy can help by reducing medication related falls through the MUR service. Lack of funding is an issue. From March/April community teams may start to refer patients to pharmacies for MURs with a referral form. The Pharmacy should then feedback using the referral form to GP. An MUR plus scheme would be ideal if funding becomes available to enable other risk factors to be identified. TD focused training would be desirable.

10.  Devolution of the Global Sum.

TD the new committee must follow this as PCT level control could lead to financial restructuring which may impact on Pharmacy finance. IS in such situations PCTs may be penalized for destabilizing systems (safety element).
11. Information Governance.       
Paperwork should be expected shortly via post consisting of a 64 page workbook. TH commented that an 18 month lead-up but only 1 month to action this in pharmacy is not ideal. IS there is the option of declaring 0s if evidence cannot be gathered in time. TD bear in mind level 2 still needs to be reached in 12 months, feedback would be appreciated to gauge the need for a conference or meeting. This will be a new committee item.

12.  Tesco 100 hour pharmacy Gaywood kings lynn

TD the application does not confirm whether this pharmacy will be able to cover its proposed hours. SW RPSBG guidance on adequate rest breaks may not be met. CB the 100hr contract cannot be prevented but issuing a response may just delay it. TD these issues may be raised at PNA event next week.

13. Enhanced Service Update: Health Checks, Sexual Health, Smoking Cessation, Pandemic Flu.

LD updated on Smoking Cessation progress, the PCT has arranged and funded bus shelter adverts, and “street clean” stencils in target areas to highlight the services available.
TD health checks – PCT targets will increase in new financial year, this year the LES was given to GPs to reach current target but is not expected to be achieved The current GP model is not sustainable or believed to be effective. The service in Essex may be used as template, this involves testing and machines paid for by the PCT and pharmacies being paid a fee for providing the service. A pilot could be run based on Essex’s model but the PCT is nervous of providing equipment and consumables and fees have not yet been agreed. Risk scores will be based on TC, HDL, BP and BMI – clinically validated equipment could prove very expensive. Group buying for a discount, servicing & training could be considered. It was agreed that there are many outstanding issues and the Committee is happy to pursue current route and push for an acceptable payment and viable service. 
Sexual health IS 75 expressions of interest have been received. 

TD would like to arrange an evening to explain LES and roll out. Chlamydia treatment and EHC are currently available, additional services for C Card and pregnancy testing will be added.

Pandemic Flu – anticlimax? Pharmacy service worked well. Some pharmacies are currently being stood down, returning stock and being given an additional payment of £50 goodwill/admin. TH pharmacies may have been undersold at £2 per issue considering the level of work involved. There was also widespread concern over patients receiving Tamiflu without need.

IS Rapid response information on vaccine cold storage – those storing vaccines should check they are using appropriate refrigerators.

Gordon Edwards no longer involved in clinical governance – thanks have been sent on behalf of the LPC and will also be in next the newsletter on behalf of the LCP and PCT.
